Mayor and Council: 

Further to Administrative Report PW-016-2019 and the award of PW-RFP-001-2019, being the Golf 
Course Road Bridge Rehabilitation Project, we are now in a position to complete the capital work that 
was identified for the most westerly bridge on Golf Course Road, locally known as the Chester Creek 
Bridge.  

In order to complete the work, the bridge and approaches will have to be closed to public traffic for a 
period of approximately fifteen (15) weeks, thereby making it necessary to close the roadway by by-
law for that period of time. Detour routes will be established and maintained throughout the 
construction period. 

In order to provide the public with sufficient notice, I am requesting that Council consider a by-law on 
July 23rd, 2019 for a closure of Golf Course Road, in the immediate construction area, from Tuesday 
August 6th, 2019 and extending until November 15th, 2019. 

Following approval, Miller Paving Ltd. and the Public Works Dept. will advertise in the Community 
Bulletin, post signs at the work location and advise the local residents via hand delivered notice.

Background 

In June of 2019, the Temiskaming Transit Committee, engaged the Transit Procurement 
Initiative (TPI) for a joint procurement with several other transit agencies in Ontario. This 
purchase was for the supply and delivery of 9m (30 ft) buses. In order to take advantage 
of incentives which include the supplier holding the above noted base price from an 
original tender submission from 2017, as well as extended payment terms of April 30, 
2020 the Temiskaming Transit only has until July 31, 2019 to issue a Purchase Order. 

Analysis 

The Temiskaming Transit has applied for ICIP funding for this purchase, in which the 
contribution from the Temiskaming Transit will only be 26.67% of all costs associated with 
this purchase. This represents an overall cost of $112,928.25. 

This report was presented to and discussed at the Transit Committee meeting held on 
June 26th 2019, with the following recommendation:

Background 

On or about April 1st, 1997 the Province of Ontario transferred approximately 3.2 
kilometres of former Highway 558 to the Town of Haileybury through an order in Council. 
At that time a section of the roadway was deemed to be sub-standard and the Province 
was granted permission by the Town to enter onto the roadway and upgrade the section 
through a Council Resolution on August 31st, 1999. The work was completed and the 
name was later changed (Mowat Landing Road) to reflect the current road network 
identification in 2001. 

At the time of the original transfer, the Town of Haileybury was provided a “one-time” 
funding allocation to assist with future maintenance costs for what was eventually 
classified as a Class 3 roadway within the roadway network. By the time amalgamation 
was completed funding provided for the transfer of Highway’s 11B, 567 and 558 had been 
depleted for ongoing maintenance. 

Current annual work includes culvert and ditch maintenance, pothole and surface 
deformation repairs, roadside maintenance and snow plowing and sanding.   

It should be noted that there has been a significant increase in aggregate production in 
the neighboring un-organized township which has also increased the amount of heavy 
traffic on the roadway. Damage to the roadway surface has increased notably in the past 
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six months and spot repairs are no longer addressing the overall condition of the roadway. 

The Public Works Department has been fielding an increasing number of calls regarding 
the condition of the roadway. 

Analysis 

Effects of Heavy traffic 

Every vehicle that passes over a road causes a momentary, very small but significant 
deformation of the road pavement structure. The passage of many vehicles has a 
cumulative effect which gradually leads to pavement deformation and road surface 
deterioration and cracking. 

The effect of heavy axle loads on roadways is more prominent than lighter duty vehicles 
particularly on bituminous surfaced roads. Hence, the use of maximum axle load limits 
can be used to assist in reducing damage during spring thaw and if desired, on a year- 
round basis for those roadways where the bearing capacity of sub-base fill material may 
not be suitable to support the traffic and prolong the life of the asphalt top. 

Likewise, the effect of the heavy traffic on buried infrastructure is also dependent of the 
axle load and the depth to the pipes. The weight of the vehicle is transmitted downward 
and spreads out at an angle of about 45° for general fill material and about 49° for 
engineered granular material.   

Previous Work 

During the roadwork carried out in 1999, the design of the re-aligned portion of the 
roadway utilized much of the blast rock for a sub-base which was then covered with 
granular material as a road base. Over time this granular material has migrated into the 
rock, filling voids that had existed and reducing the supporting material beneath the 
asphalt surface. 

In 2017 when the bituminous surfaced roadways within the City where scanned using the 
StreetScan method, the resulting Pavement Condition Index (PCI) for this roadway was 
estimated to be 61. (Ultimately, as a Benchmark, the City should strive to have 90% of 
our paved roadways with a PCI of 80 or greater.) As illustrated in the attached 
photographs (Appendix 01), the condition of the roadway has decreased over the past 2 
years and remedial work is not improving the integrity of the driving surface. 

In order to rectify the current condition of the roadway an estimate for the resurfacing of 
the roadway has been obtained and is attached as Appendix 02. 
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Considerations 

While significant work on this section of roadway was not considered in the 2019 Budget 
process, it has become apparent that measures should be taken to ensure the safety of 
users. 

1. The implementation of Load Restrictions on a year-round basis would assist in 
reducing the significant damage being caused by the commercial activities beyond 
the City limits which use the roadway for access. There are currently 3 or 4 
aggregate sources located on Crown Land to the west of Firstbrooke Line, being 
mined by companies located within the City.  

2. The implementation of “Road Use Permits” may be considered as an approval 
process for Commercial type activities which are located outside the municipal 
boundaries but utilize the city’s roadways for access. Staff are currently investigating 
the process used by a municipality in north-western Ontario. 

3. Continue to utilize the current methods of repair until such time that roadway can be 
re-surfaced. Additional resources may be required. 

4. Pulverize the existing roadway surface and place additional granular material on the 
driving surface as an interim measure. This will increase the need for additional 
grading and dust suppression until such time that a bituminous surface can be 
placed. 

5. Complete the resurfacing of the 3.2 kilometres of roadway as outlined in Appendix 
02. This will require Council approval of an un-budgeted project in 2019. 

6. Include the work on Mowat Landing Road as a priority project in the 2020 Budget 
process.

Background 

At the June 5, 2018 Regular Council meeting Council considered Administrative Report 
CS-022-2018 and adopted By-law No. 2018-099 at the June 19, 2018 Regular Council 
meeting. By-law No. 2018-099 is a by-law to enter into an encroachment agreement 
with Nancy E. Cassidy and Gerald J. Brandon owners of 484 Ferguson Avenue 
(L’Autochtone) recognizing encroachment of the eaves, swing of exit door, kitchen 
exhaust fan and interlocking stone walkway into the laneway. 

Administrative Report CS-022-2018 resulted in the above noted encroachment, but also 
outlined that Mr. Brandon would like to consider an outdoor patio area within the 
laneway at some point. Mr. Brandon is now seeking an agreement to permit the outdoor 
patio. 

Analysis 

Appendix 01 – Proposed Patio illustrates the general design of the outdoor patio. The 
patio will be at an elevation equivalent to the entrance of the side door with a 45” wide 
accessible ramp down to the sidewalk on Ferguson Avenue. Mr. Brandon proposes to 
build all components of the patio in small sections which would allow for removal in the 
event that any maintenance or repairs to underground utilities are required. 

Mr. Brandon attended the July 9, 2019 Regular Council meeting subsequent to the 
Corporate Services Committee requesting that staff develop a policy for use of 
municipal land prior to consideration of this proposal. Based on Mr. Brandon’s 
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presentation, Council requested that staff investigate the proposal again and bring the 
matter forward at the July 23, 2019 Special Council meeting. 

Internal department comments were as follows: 

Building Dept.: No issues, CBO has been in discussions with Mr. Brandon in regards to 
changing use from a Class E to a Class A2 which would increase occupant load from 30 
persons to 50 persons. 

PW: There is a catchbasin within the laneway outside of the footprint of the proposed 
patio area. There are other underground utilities within laneway (gas, hydro, phone). 
Provided the components of the patio are removable foresee no objections. 

Planning Dept.: Provided the installations (ground level) are temporary in nature, the 
Planning Department does not have any concerns. 

Fire Dept.: The established occupant load for the interior restaurant cannot be exceed 
other than where patio occupants enter the building for reasons of convenience such as to 
use restrooms or access interior services or for the purpose of exiting the premises. An 
approved Fire Safety plan is required that includes the outdoor patio. 

Recreation: This area is not used for recreational purposes at this time. 

The various utilities that have underground services within the laneway were contacted 
and generally speaking did not have an issue with the development of a patio. There 
would have been objection if the City had been considering the sale of the laneway. In 
the event that repairs/maintenance are required they are obligated to restore the area 
back to its original state at the time of the repairs/maintenance was initiated – the fact 
that the patio is in components would assist. 

Appendix 02 – Draft Agreement contains provisions outlining that L’Autochtone would 
be responsible, at their expense, to remove and restore any amenities associated with 
the agreement in the event any underground infrastructure (gas, hydro) requires access 
for upgrades, repair and/or maintenance. There were also concerns raised with respect 
to the patio being licenced and the liability to the City. The Alcohol and Gaming 
Commission of Ontario is willing to consider and application for a Liquor Licence and 
requires that Mr. Brandon have a legal agreement for the establishment of the patio with 
the City. The draft agreement also requires Mr. Brandon retain liability insurance with 
respect to the operation of the patio. 

It is recommended that an annual fee for occupation of land be established at $1,200. It 
is understandable that the patio would likely not be usable during the winter months; 
however, it would be difficult to impose a monthly fee as the patio would be usable 
during some months or parts thereof in one year, but not in another year, thus the use 
of the patio would be at the discretion of the restaurant owner. 
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It is recommended that Council direct staff to prepare the necessary by-law and 
Agreement with Nancy E. Cassidy and Gerald J. Brandon for occupation of land 
(laneway) adjacent to L’Autochtone (484 Ferguson Ave.) to accommodate an outdoor 
patio for consideration at the July 23, 2019 Regular Council meeting.

1. The Benefactor shall have the right to use the Lands for Occupation for the term of 
this Agreement which commences August 1st, 2019 and terminate July 31st, 2025 
unless the Agreement is terminated early by either party.

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This agreement, made this 9th day of July, 2019.

The Corporation of the City of Temiskaming Shores 
(Hereinafter referred to as the “the City”) 

And: 

Nancy E. Cassidy & Gerald J. Brandon (L’Autochtone) 
(Hereinafter referred to as “the Benefactor”) 

Whereas the City is the owner of real property known as: 

Laneway between 484 Ferguson Avenue and 488 Ferguson Avenue as 
depicted in Appendix 01, attached hereto 

And whereas the Benefactor wishes to use the Lands for Occupation purposes, more 
specifically as an outdoor patio for patrons; 

And whereas the Appendix 01 depicts the general layout of the outdoor patio; 

Now therefore, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises herein contained, 
the Parties agree as follows: 

1. The Benefactor shall have the right to use the Lands for Occupation for the term of 
this Agreement which commences August 1st, 2019 and terminate July 31st, 2025 
unless the Agreement is terminated early by either party. 

2. The Benefactor shall pay to the City an annual fee of $1,200 for the term of the 
agreement payable prior to August 1st of each year that this agreement is valid. 

3. The Benefactor is hereby permitted to occupy and use the lands as generally 
illustrated Appendix 01 – Layout. It is mutually understood that use of the patio 
would include such amenities as tables, chairs, benches and lighting without the 
necessity to amend this agreement. 

4. The City, at its sole discretion, reserves the right to prohibit any amenity to which 
the City considers inappropriate or a hazard. 

5. In the event the subject property becomes assessable the Benefactor acknowledges 
and agrees that it shall be responsible for the payment of any property and education 
tax levied. 

6. The Benefactor, upon request, shall remove all amenities at their expense in order 
to permit the repair, upgrade or maintenance of utilities contained within the 
laneway. 

7. At the termination of this Agreement, the Benefactor shall leave the Lands in no 
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worse condition than existed at the date of signature of this Agreement to the 
satisfaction of the City. 

8. Either party may terminate this agreement on not less than one hundred and twenty 
(120) days written notice to the other. 

9. The Benefactor shall indemnify and save harmless the City from and against any 
and all liabilities, claims, damages, actions and causes of action arising from the use 
of the Lands.  

10. The Benefactor shall on or before the 1st day of April in each year, provide proof of 
liability insurance in the amount of $2 million for the lands and all activities carried 
out thereon during use by the Benefactor.
