Registry entitled “Proposed Revisions to the Forest Management Planning 
Manual for Crown Forests in Ontario, Forest Information Manual and Forest 
Operations and Silviculture Manual” demonstrating one of the biggest shifts 
in forest policy direction; and 
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Whereas this shift in forest policy will insert Endangered Species Act (ESA) 
language within the Crown Forest Sustainability Act (CFSA) which sends a 
clear message that the ESA will take primacy over the CFSA being in direct 
conflict with a 2007 commitment from the Ministry of Natural Resources that 
made these two acts equivalent; and 

Whereas in a 2013 MNRF News Release the government made a 
commitment to establish a panel to review the linkages between the two acts, 
with members from Aboriginal communities, the forest industry, municipalities 
and environmental organizations; 

Now therefore the Council for the City of Temiskaming Shores hereby 
supports the Northeastern Ontario Municipal Association and petitions the 
Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry remove all reference to the 
Endangered Species Act from the Forest Management Planning Manual until 
a committee of stakeholders develops a comprehensive strategy; and 

Furthermore that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to Bill Mauro, Minister 
of Natural Resources and Forestry.

The Design of Public Spaces Standard is part of the Integrated 

Accessibility Standards Regulation; Regulation adopted under the 

Accessibility for Ontarian’s with Disabilities Act (AODA). 

Design of Public Spaces Standard was law in Ontario as of January 

1, 2013 and the City is obligated to comply by January 1, 2016. 

Design of Public Spaces 

Introduction 

The Design of Public Spaces Standard primarily regulates outdoor 

spaces, such as pedestrian crossings and trails, but also regulates 

indoor elements not included in the Building Code such as service 

counters and fixed queuing guides. 



Integrated Accessibility Standards Regulation 

The requirements apply to new construction and the redevelopment 

of elements in public spaces. 

Redevelopment elements include moving a queuing area to a new 

location within a building, replacing the tables in an outdoor public 

use eating area, or replacing all equipment in a play space and 

resurfacing the ground below the equipment.

Scope of Design of Public Spaces Standard 

Redevelopment of elements does not include maintenance.

Requirements apply on a go-forward basis to new construction and 

redevelopment. 

Organizations are not required to retrofit or change existing trails or 

beach access routes unless they choose to redevelop them. 

The remainder of the standard are technical requirements which 

would be referenced in an RFP or RFQ.

Public	Health	Units	
	
FONOM	raised	concerns	about	a	potential	shift	in	public	health	resources	to	the	larger,	more	
heavily	populated	urban	centres,	causing	reductions	in	public	health	resources	for	rural	and	
northern	areas	of	the	province	where	there	is	a	demonstrated	need.	This	was	in	response	to	a	
report	of	a	public	health	funding	model	for	Mandatory	Programs.	It	indicated	that	approximately	
80%	of	public	health	units	in	Ontario	are	over	funded.	FONOM	also	raised	the	concern	of	losing	
municipal	representation	on	local	Boards	of	health	as	a	result	of	a	shift	towards	skill‐based	Boards	
as	outlined	in	Patients	First:	A	Proposal	to	Strengthen	Patient‐Centred	Health	Care	in	Ontario.	
	
Minister	of	Health	and	Long‐Term	Care,	Hon.	Dr.	Eric	Hoskins	provided	assurance	that	all	funding	
intended	for	public	health	will	remain	for	that	purpose.	There	will	be	no	decrease	in	funding	to	
public	health	units	and	for	those	that	are	considered	to	have	been	chronically	underfunded,	they	
may	see	an	increase	in	funding.	In	response	to	Board	governance,	Minister	Hoskins	expressed	the	
importance	of	having	a	variety	of	skills	and	resources	on	the	Boards	and	that	local	knowledge	is	an	
important	component.	FONOM	will	continue	to	communicate	with	the	Minister	on	this	issue	and	
monitor	any	changes	to	Board	structure	and	composition.

FONOM	requested	the	Province	to	amend	the	Ambulance	Act	that	would	
allow	funding	for	non‐ambulatory	services	in	Northern	Ontario	as	the	Province	already	pays	50%	of	
EMS.	FONOM	highlighted	that	this	has	been	studied	since	2008	with	successful	pilot	projects	in	the	
region	now	completed	for	some	time.	
	
Minister	Hoskins	made	note	of	the	requested	exemption	from	the	Ambulance	Act	and	committed	to	
working	to	implement	a	strategy	that	works	across	Northeastern	Ontario.	He	recognized	that	this	is	
been	looked	at	for	several	years	and	there	is	a	need	for	immediate	action.	
	
	
Ontario	Electricity	Support	Program	(OESP)	
	
FONOM	expressed	its	concern	with	the	lack	of	communication	about	the	potential	impacts	that	the	
Ontario	Electricity	Support	Program	(OESP)	will	have	on	Northerners	as	it	is	funded	through	a	
consumption	based	charge	from	all	electricity	users.	That	is	a	fear	that	it	will	offset	the	benefits	
industries	receive	from	the	Northern	Industrial	Electricity	Rate	(NIER)	program.	
	
Parliamentary	Assistant	to	the	Minister	of	Energy	stated	that	the	NIER	program	provides	rebates	of	
2	cents	per	kilowatt	hour	while	the	OESP	will	only	amount	to	1/10th	of	one	cent	per	kilowatt	hour	
and	committed	to	offering	that	in	writing	which	FONOM	will	follow	up	on.

FONOM	asked	the	province	to	take	a	more	coordinated	effort	to	protect	and	defend	industries	that	
operate	in	and	sustain	Northern	Ontario.	FONOM	also	discussed	its	new	strategy,	Growing	Ontario,	
to	highlight	and	celebrate	the	innovation	and	contribution	provided	by	the	forestry	and	agriculture	
sectors	while	at	the	same	time	counteracting	the	negative	and	inaccurate	information	that	has	led	
to	misconceptions	of	the	industries.	
	
Minister	Mauro	highlighted	a	number	of	efforts	undertaken	by	the	Ministry	of	Natural	Resources	
and	Forestry	to	defend	the	forestry	industry	in	particular	and	the	standards	in	which	they	are	
legislated	by.

While 11 firms win IESO renewables RFP, North Eastern Ontario loses 

IESO ignores existing biomass power generating facilities in latest 
renewable procurement, while forcing these same plants to close 

 
Timmins, ON – As the IESO announced 11 “winners” in its Large Renewable Procurement 
Process (LRP 1), it shut out the opportunity from existing renewable power generation plants, 
like Cochrane Power’s now-closed 12 MW biomass power facility.  
 
“The procurement process specifically declared that existing plants could not bid on LRP 1, 
even if that plant did not have a current operating agreement,” said Mike Doody, Chair, North 
Eastern Ontario Municipal Association (NEOMA). “And, now we see that IESO was unable to 
procure any of its allocated 50MW of bio energy, all the while, telling our member municipality, 
Cochrane, and all of the members of the NEOMA that if we had any enquiries about the 
process, we should send them to engagement@ieso.ca. This is not what we would call quality 
community engagement. In fact, there is no record of any IESO employee or board member 
ever engaging with any municipal stakeholder in our area concerning the LRP 1 process.” 
 
“We at NEOMA represent 15 municipalities in North Eastern Ontario,” continued Doody. “What 
we are witnessing, some 1000 km up Highway 11, is that many Toronto-based bureaucrats 
seem to able to only look as far as their desks. “ 
 
At the same time that IESO was managing this RFP and prior the submission deadline, 
community representatives from Cochrane were meeting with the leadership of IESO’s Clean 
Energy Procurement department. The purpose of that discussion was the critical need for 
Cochrane Power’s biomass operations in the region. And, while these discussions were under 
the purview of the IESO’s development of a strategy for Non-Utility-Generators (NUGs), it is 
disappointing that IESO could not connect-the-dots between LRP 1 and Cochrane Power. If it 
had, the leadership of Ontario’s energy system could have demonstrated their abilities as 
problem-solvers rather than their preferred, obviously more comfortable role, as process-
managers.  

Had it done so, Ontario would have gained several benefits: (1) At least 12 MW off carbon-
offsetting biomass would be generating power, immediately; (2) North Eastern Ontario’s lumber 
sector would have received millions of dollars a year in revenue by supplying Cochrane Power 
with lumber waste; (3) A municipal landfill with the 30-year projected lifespan now looks to be 
completely full in less than two years; (4) What has once revenue for the lumber sector has now 
become a cost, further sliming the already tiny profit margins of one of Ontario’s most important 
sources of income; and, (5)Dozens of workers are leaving a town of 5,000 people, a town now

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reeling from not only the loss of income ($500,000 dollars in year in water fees, alone), but also 
the emissions-free heat that Cochrane Power provided the community pool, fitness centre, and 
ice rink. Instead, the Tim Horton Event Centre has had to rely on diesel generation for additional 
heating. 

As the unidentified spokeswoman for the IESO stated in the Globe and Mail article, “there were 
fewer proposals for bioenergy”.  Of course there were. The RFP process was rigged to attract 
only new, capital intensive facilities.  For whatever reason, the IESO chose to specifically ignore 
existing facilities that had already covered all their capital costs, had all local and environment 
permits, a willing host, and a proven operator.  
  
“While energy planners are so blinded by their own processes, they see nothing but their desire 
for shiny new power projects,” said Doody. “These, they declare are ‘the winners.’  The losers, 
however, are the people of Ontario – taxpayers and ratepayers – both. Here, in North Eastern 
Ontario, we have a 12 MW biomass power plant, ready to go; a forest and agriculture industry 
ready to fuel it; a Government of Ontario that says it is dedicated to addressing climate change; 
and an electricity system operator who wants to pay the lowest cost possible for power.  Here in 
North Eastern Ontario, we have the solution. Yet, we are being ignored.”

As the Rector’s Warden, I have been asked to reply to the letter received by the church from
David B.Treen, Clerk. A copy of that letter is enclosed for your assistance.

Please note that the proper name of the church is The Church of St. Paul and St. John.
St. Andrews was a United Church and that building remains on the corner of Browning and
Georgina, although it has not operated as a church for a number of years now.

May I point out that this church has been on this site almost as long as Haileybury has been in
existence and parking (whether horse and buggy or vehicles) has been allowed around the
church and on the street since before cars became popular in this city.

If there have been any complaints prior to this year, I am not aware of them. The members of
our congregation have always been careful to make sure that we do not block our neighbour’s
driveways and prior to this year, careful not to block part of the road when we park.

This year has been an exception because, for a reason or reasons unknown to us, the City of
Temiskaming Shores seems to have abdicated its responsibility to properly plow the street. The
snow collecting along the sides of the road has neither been adequately plowed back nor
removed, all winter. This has caused the street to be narrowed to almost one lane of traffic, with
the exception of the area right in front of the church as we have arranged for that area to be
cleared by a private plowing company. I must admit I am confused and surprised by the City’s
decision, as this is a bus route, It also means that emergency vehicles could have difficulty
getting through, not because we are parking improperly or illegally, but because the snow has
not been properly removed.

In addition, we have a number of seniors in our congregation (the members being for the most
part taxpaying citizens of Temiskaming Shores) who are also finding it difficult to navigate the
street from their vehicle to the church due to the icy and snowy condition of the road, created by
the lack of adequate snow removal. This is worrisome as we have been concerned about the
possibility of injury due to falls, which as you know can cause a major heath concern for seniors.
Thankfully we are not aware of anyone incurring that type of injury.
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Parking our vehicles elsewhere is really not a viable option. As pointed out above, we have
many seniors who simply cannot park a long distance from the church. In addition, the
surrounding streets, except for Rorke Ave., suffered the same lack of snow removal this year
and for us to park on other streets, would simply cause the same problem in a different area.

While this issue will vanish now because the snow has largely melted away with the recent rain
and warmer weather, it will raise its head again with the snowfall commencing next November.

I have been informed that this same letter was sent to other churches across the City. I must
admit, I did wonder if other groups were targeted as well or if that honour was reserved for
Christian churches only?

On behalf of the congregation of the church of St. Paul and St. John, I am respectfully
requesting that the City of Temiskaming Shores ensure that the snow is adequately removed
from the block of Browning Street that the church is located on (as it has in the past), so that the
street continues to be two lanes with parking available, as it has been for the entire history of
Haileybury.

Thank you for your time in considering this request, it is greatly appreciated.

The City has been receiving comments with respect to on street parking during church
services. General comments indicate difficulty accessing or departing from driveways
and a reduction down to one lane for travelling due to parked vehicles on both sides of
the street.

It is respecifully requested that you inform your congregation through the reading or
posting of this letter in a prominent location.

In accordance with By-law No. 2012-101, as amended it is an offence to park on a
street in violation to any posted parking restrictions. In addition to posted signage the
following violation may also result in the issuance of a parking ticket:

stop, stand or park a vehicle that obstructs access to or egress from a driveway;
> stop, stand or park a vehicle within nine (9) metres of an intersection;

> stop, stand or park a vehicle on any street in a manner which obstructs or interferes with traffic.

The concerns of oUr residents in and around your facility are important to us and equally
or more important is the ability for emergency apparatus, especially larger units such as
fire trucks, to be able to travel along these streets in the unfortunate event of an
emergency.

I trust you understand the City’s position in this regard and notice is hereby given that
enforcement staff have been instructed to monitor and if necessary issue parking tickets
with the objective of achieving compliance. If you require further information do not
hesitate to contact the undersigned.

We have received your letter dated March 8, 2016 regarding the parking restrictions along Niven
Street, New Liskeard, where the Community of Christ church is located. We have been at this
location for 103 years and to my knowledge have not received a single complain from our
neighbours. We are very conscious of our neighbours driveways and remind our members to
respect them and to be courtious at all times. We do have community activities taking place for at
least two hours at a time on six days each week. The 90 minute times posted puts everyone who
parks at risk of a ticket unless some consideration is given under the circumstances.

However, there are times when there have been funerals, weddings, suppers, concerts or recitals
where the public attend and they are not always as considerate as we would like. We realize that
the parking along the street is limited and at times on one side only and try to respect that
regulation. The heavy snow conditions in the winter creates its own hazards all over town and we
know the city can only remove it as quickly as possible. Generally the city does an excellent job in
the snow removal department. Some consideration might be given to clearing the streets where
there are public buildings, including the churches and schools, some priority before the
residential streets are cleared.

We understand that there must be some parking restrictions and that these be monitored and
enforced but at the same time should not be so stringent that it becomes a hardship on dozens of
citizens, many of whom are seniors, every week. We are not asking for any favors or exemptions
from the rules but only some consideration and lieniency based on the circumstances or activities
taking place at the church building. Other than the Sunday services, most of the activities at the
facility are from community non-denominational groups. Our mission is to be a community
within the community.

As Mayor and Council, we trust that this request will be considered and that we be informed of
your decision before our members or the public start getting parking tickets for some minor
violation of the regulations. Your consideration is appreciated.

on  the health and well-being of all Ontarians), MCYS Planning Integration Continuum as well as the 
Francophone and Indigenous Cultural and Linguistic Competency Frameworks.

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MANAGER’S REPORT FEBRUARY 2016

Beet Juice:

At the last meeting we discussed different techniques to cut the ice on our

paved surfaces. Transport Canada Advisory Circular AC 302-014 Runway
Ice Control Chemicals provides airport operators with information on
chemicals suitable for airside operation. Factors affecting the selection of ice
control chemicals include compliance with applicable specifications and
requirements, compatibility with aircraft materials and components,
environmental impact, performance, effect on pavement materials,
operational issues and cost. Transport Canada does not maintain a list of ice
control chemicals that comply with the requirements. It is the responsibility
of airport operators to ensure that ice control chemicals used at their airports
meet the specified requirements.

AC 302-0 13 specifies to use only chemicals that have properties meeting the
most current applicable Society of Automotive Engineers (SAE) Aerospace
Material Specification (AMS); or consist of the product commonly known as
urea.

Current specifications for chemicals include:
SAE AMS 1431 - Compound, Solid Runway and Taxiway Deicing/Anti
icing; and
SAE AMS 1435 - Fluid, Generic, Dc-icing/Anti-Icing Runways and
Taxiways.

Beet juice is never mentioned, but the report points out that for new liquid
ice control chemicals not currently available or in use at Canadian airports, it
is recommended that the manufacturer or supplier demonstrate that the
product doesn’t adversely affect the friction characteristics of runway
pavements, by providing friction test results conducted using a continuous
friction measuring device. Using the manufacturer’s recommended
application rates on a bare and dry pavement test section, the measured
friction levels should be relatively close to or higher than baseline setf
wetting tests conducted on the same surface.

 The Fire Chief provided an overview regarding the amendment to By-law No. 2013-17 
Fire Department Communication Systems Agreement. The amendments being 
proposed reflect a more current and fair cost sharing arrangement between the parties 
and also address a number of current changes with the use of the system. Temiskaming 
Shores will now be charged one bill for the entire Department vs. each station being 
apportioned a share of the cost. This will result in an annual operational savings of 
approximately $900.

Background 

As part of a review of the Public Works Department operations a potential long term 
savings, through the purchase of a Vacuum / Flusher Truck that could be utilized not 
only by the Environmental Services Division but also by the Transportation Division, 
was identified. City staff found that the purchase of such a vehicle will allow for an 
enhanced sewer and storm sewer flushing program as well as manhole and catch basin 
cleaning efforts which require $15 - $20K per year for hired equipment on a re-active 
basis. The City also currently spends approximately $10 - $ 20K per year on external 
services related to sludge haul from the Haileybury Wastewater Treatment Facility to 
the New Liskeard Lagoons. This vehicle would allow the Department to initiate a more 
“pro-active” approach to maintenance efforts for both storm and sanitary sewer systems 
and hopefully reduce the number of sewer system issues that have occurred in recent 
history and facilitate with many tasks assigned to the Water and Sewer Department. 

During the 2016 budget deliberations, Council approved the purchase of equipment that 
met the requirements of the Department at an estimated cost of $500,000. 
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Request for Proposal PW-RFP-004-2016 was prepared and distributed to known 
suppliers as well as advertised in the City’s Bulletin and on our Web Site.

The work shall consists generally of retracing existing pavement markings comprised of 
centre line (yellow) and edge line (white) markings. The edge markings for the STATO 
Trail, along Lakeshore Road, are also included in the tender. 

In 2015 the Tender documents were prepared and Tender PWO-TEN-003-2015 was 
distributed to previous and known potential bidders with closing date at 2:00 p.m. on 
May 21, 2015. Included in the Tender was an option for the City and successful 
contractor to enter into an extension for the following year at the same unit cost, if both 
parties were in agreement. Appendix 01 includes the original Tender Results and was 
the basis for the Agreement entered into on June 2, 2015. 

Analysis 

Midwestern Line Striping Inc. has completed the work for the City on two separate 
occasions in the recent past. Although there were some slight issues with the placement

of centre lines in two locations last year, steps have been taken to reduce the 
misunderstanding of the placement of the lines in future years. 

The quality of the work is comparable to that of other qualified contractors and the 
service is more than acceptable. The work is typically completed within three days of 
being scheduled. 

Midwestern has provided actual calibrated measurements for the work completed and it 
appears to be less than that which has been provided for in the Tender documents. 
Payment is based on the work performed and not the estimated quantity that was 
included in the original Contract Agreement. (Appendix 02) 

This report was presented to and discussed at the Public Works Committee meeting 
held on March 24th 2016, and received support for presentation to Council at the April 
5th, 2016 Regular Council meeting.

Though not originally included as part of the waterfront upgrades project, City staff 
recommended, that with some of the approved projects coming in under budget, there 
were a few other waterfront projects that could be completed within the allotted budget. 
The paving stone walkway in Haileybury, that runs on top of the break walls, is in need 
of repairs due to the deterioration of the timber frames and weeds growing up through 
the interlock stone. As part of this project approximately 1,800 lineal meters of the 
existing walkway was recommended for repairs. 

Request for Proposal PW-RFP-005-2016 was distributed to known suppliers and 
advertised in the City’s Bulletin and on the Web Site. 

Analysis 

Seven (7) submissions were received in response to the Request for Proposals prior to 
the closing date of March 15th, 2016 at 2:00 p.m.  

The proposals were reviewed and evaluated in accordance to the requirements of the 
RFP and the deliverables to be provided by the successful service provider. Appendix 
01 – Opening Results summarizes the results of the responses received and are 
summarized as follows:

2. That Council directs staff to submit a proposal to host the 2017 Northeastern 
Ontario Recreation Association Annual Educational Forum and further directs staff 
to include $2,500 in the 2017 operating budget for the event should the proposal 
be accepted. 

Background 

The Northeastern Ontario Recreation Association is dedicated to telegraphing positive 
messaging regarding the many benefits and outstanding value of parks and 
recreation.  Representing a vast geography, NeORA represents the Districts of Algoma, 
Cochrane/Temiskaming, Nipissing/Parry Sound and Sudbury/Manitoulin. 

NeORA hosts an annual three day educational forum in September and attracts up to 
one hundred delegates from across northeastern Ontario including students from 
Canadore College registered in the Recreation Leadership Program. 

NeORA strives to move the forum to different areas of the region to allow the smaller 
municipalities to gain from hosting an event and have the ability to showcase their 
communities. 

The 2015 Forum was hosted by Cochrane and 2016 will take place in Espanola and 
includes a preliminary golf day on the Monday and sessions Tuesday, Wednesday and 
until noon on Thursday. NeORA hosts its annual general meeting during the conference 
and the annual banquet with guest speaker. Two sessions run concurrently and are 
highlighted with the Exhibitor’s Tradeshow and excellent networking opportunities.

Engagement, Board and Staff development, Ministry and Foundation Presentations, 
Physical literacy etc.

beauty of the waterfront with the boardwalk, STATO trail and new playground 
surfacing 

 The city’s Age Friendly Community Initiative, Bicycle Friendly Initiative and STATO 
Project could be high-lighted 

 The Haileybury or New Liskeard Golf Club would be utilized for the pre-forum golf 
day. 

The Director, Superintendent of Programs, Superintendent of Parks and Facilities, the 
Aquatic Programmer and the receptionist at the PF Centre would comprise the 
organizing committee for the forum.

Mayor and Council: 

On August 1, 2014 Mr. Jude Heon applied to purchase the vacant City-owned land abutting 
his property at 703 Seaton Street in Haileybury. A public meeting was held on February 3, 
2015 and no members of the public commented on the proposed sale of land. The land was 
declared surplus on February 17, 2015.  

Council directed staff that the fair market value of the land, as determined using an appraisal 
done on a property for a previous land sale in the area, would be $8,000 and a deeming by-
law would be required to merge Mr. Heon’s existing property with the lots he was requesting 
to purchase. Council also directed staff to waive the application fee for the deeming by-law, 
waive the requirement for a new appraisal, and to retain the firm of Evans, Braganolo and 
Sullivan to represent the City in the land sale. Mr. Heon subsequently withdrew his request 
as he did not agree with the requirement for the deeming by-law. The file was closed on 
April 7, 2015. 

Mr. Heon has since requested to reopen the file and move forward with the purchase. 
Council agreed to this request on January 19, 2016 and the Agreement of Purchase and 
Sale (attached) was submitted on March 22, 2016. The offer satisfies the City’s original 
terms, including the purchase price of $8,000.00 and the requirement for the deeming by-
law. 

Staff recommend that Council pass a by-law to accept the Agreement of Purchase and 
Sale, as well as the deeming by-law at the April 5, 2016 Council Meeting.

The City of Temiskaming Shores has been asked to partner with RDÉE Ontario to assist them 
to implement a regional chapter of a national program of mentorship for entrepreneurs.

Subject: Relay Organization 
 
Brief introduction of the parties to the Agreement: 
 
The Relay Organization is incorporated under the Companies Act or as a non-profit organization and its 
mission includes promoting regional economic development. It does not have its own cell and undertakes 
to refer entrepreneurs to become mentors or mentees. It will operate in partnership with one or more 
existing cells and together they will initiate mentoring awareness activities among clients or members of 
the Relay Organization to mobilize and join Réseau M in order to take advantage of mentoring by 
accredited mentors. 
 
RDÉE Ontario is a non-profit organization whose mission is to promote economic development and 
employability for the purpose of strengthening the vitality and sustainability of Francophone communities 
throughout Ontario. Economic and social development in Ontario includes mentoring for entrepreneurs as 
a means of action. 
 
Réseau M, a program of la Fondation de l’entrepreneurship, is a community of interest that mobilizes to 
deploy a country-wide mentoring service for entrepreneurs in the hope of offering all interested 
entrepreneurs first-rate mentoring by experienced business people, thus giving them every chance to 
move forward to success and growth. Its goal is to further their development to ensure better survival rates 
and promote the growth of their enterprises, from start-up to transition to a takeover entrepreneur. 
  
The Regional Mentorship Council (RMC) is made up of representatives from mentoring cells and 
supporting relay organizations within its territory that have become members. Third-party organizations 
providing financial or service support and the RMC can also appoint a representative.  
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The parties hereto agree as follows: 

 
1. SCOPE OF THE AGREEMENT 
 
Referral of entrepreneurs to be mentors and/or mentees with mentoring cells in its territory. Active 
participation in mentoring awareness activities with its clients or members, while joining Réseau M and 
complying with the Réseau M code of ethics and charter of values, as well as the RDÉE Ontario rules of 
governance, which are subject to changes made by la Fondation de l’entrepreneurship from time to time. 
More specifically: 

 
1.1 Provide positive conditions and take all appropriate means to enhance the development and 

promotion of Mentoring for Entrepreneurs.  

1.2 Identify and work with the organizations that are most suited to Mentoring for Entrepreneurs 
activities. 

1.3 Identify entrepreneurs who may be interested in taking advantage of mentoring for 
entrepreneurs and refer them to the appropriate mentoring cell. 

1.4 Share Réseau M information on mentoring with its entrepreneurs and partners. 

1.5 If interested, take part in the RMC, its action plan and its activities. 

 
2. MANDATE OF THE REGIONAL MENTORSHIP  COUNCIL  
 

2.1 Promote and ensure the deployment of mentoring within its territory; 

2.2 Provide leadership in the organization of regional activities; 

2.3 Ensure that all cells respect the Réseau M code of ethics and charter of common values; 

2.4 Ensure coverage of its entire territory so that all interested entrepreneurs are able to benefit 
from mentoring; 

2.5 Take an active part in Réseau M activities and programs; 

2.6 Ensure that mentees are able to benefit from the specific projects offered to them by RDÉE 
Ontario and relay organizations. 

3. COMMITMENTS OF PARTIES 
 

3.1 The Relay Organization undertakes to: 

3.1.1 Abide by the principles of Mentoring for Entrepreneurs recommended by RDÉE Ontario and 
defined by the Réseau M code of ethics and charter of values.  

3.1.2 Within 60 days after the date of the Agreement, file a resolution by its board of directors by 
which the directors and management of the organization confirm their commitment to become 
a Relay Organization.  
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3.1.3 Promote mentoring and ensure its deployment in its territory, including by placing the 
statement “Member of Réseau M” on all its official communications, and use the promotional 
tools developed by RDÉE Ontario.  

3.1.4 Refer entrepreneurs to become mentors and/or mentees.  

3.1.5 Carry out communications and follow-up with RDÉE Ontario. 

3.1.6 Cooperate with studies and surveys allowing RDÉE Ontario to measure local and regional 
effectiveness of the program. 

3.1.7 Provide Réseau M with exposure equivalent to that of the Relay Organization and 
acknowledge the contribution of RDÉE Ontario in the research, development and financial 
support of the Mentoring for Entrepreneurs program. 

3.1.8 Observe the rights and intellectual property of Réseau M. 

 

3.2 RDÉE Ontario undertakes to: 
 

3.2.1 Act as a sponsor to the Mentoring for Entrepreneurs program. 

3.2.2 Use the materials and tools for information, management and promotion of Réseau M 
Mentoring for Entrepreneurs. 

3.2.3 Determine the services and means to be implemented to ensure the success of the Mentoring 
for Entrepreneurs program. 

3.2.4 Identify conditions for success, obstacles and winning strategies for the Mentoring for 
Entrepreneurs program. 

3.2.5 Carry out regional promotion of the Réseau M Mentoring for Entrepreneurs program. 

3.2.6 Ensure adequate representation among the partners who provide funding for the Mentoring 
for Entrepreneurs program. 

3.2.7 Collect and distribute information on Réseau M initiatives in Ontario, Canada and the World. 

3.2.8 Ensure that Réseau M receives exposure equivalent to that of the Relay Organization and 
that its contribution to the research, development and financial support of the Mentoring for 
Entrepreneurs program is recognized. 

3.2.9 Ensure that the rights and intellectual property of its Mentoring for Entrepreneurs program are 
observed. 

3.2.10 Provide adequate representation of the Relay Organization by placing its logo on the Réseau 
M page of the RDÉE Ontario website and thereby on the promotional articles to be circulated 
in the region. 
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4 COMMENCEMENT AND TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT 
 

The agreement begins 01 / 04 / 2016 and ends 31 / 03 / 2017. 
 

The agreement can be extended by tacit renewal, except when there has been a failure to observe one or 
more clauses herein.  

 
In the event that the Relay Organization considers that the parties hereto have been in breach of their 
commitments and is planning to terminate this Agreement, management of the Relay Organization shall 
send written notice to the signing parties of the Agreement and terminate the Agreement by giving 30 
days’ notice. 
 
In the event that the RMC considers that parties hereto have been in breach of their commitments and is 
planning to terminate this Agreement, the leadership of the RMC shall send written notice to the signing 
party of the Agreement and terminate the Agreement by giving 30 days’ notice.

2. That Council directs staff to post the 2015 Annual Report - Building Permit Fees on 
the City’s website, in the Community Bulletin in the Temiskaming Speaker and to 
make the report available to persons or organizations in accordance with the 
Ontario Building Code. 

Background 

Section 7(1) of the Building Code Act (BCA) authorizes the Council of a municipality to 
pass by-laws to prescribe classes of permits, provide for applications for permits and 
require applications to be accompanied by such plans, specifications, documents and 
other information as is prescribed, and require the payment of fees on applications for 
the issuance of permits, and prescribe the amounts of the fees.  

Section 7(2) of the BCA prescribes that the total amount of fees authorized in such by-
law must not exceed the anticipated costs to the City to administer and enforce the 
BCA. 

Section 7(4) of the BCA further requires that every 12 months, the City shall prepare a 
report that contains such information as may be prescribed, about the fees authorized in 
the by-law, and the costs of the City to administer and enforce the BCA.  Appendix 03 
to this report lists the information which is prescribed in the Ontario Building Code 
(OBC) to be included in the annual report.  Section 7(4) also requires that the Annual 
Building Report be made available to the public.  

The Annual Report – Building Permit Fees provides information to Council and the 
public regarding the revenues received from Building Permit Fees and the direct and 
indirect costs for administering and enforcing the Building Code Act. Based on this 
information, Council can consider increasing or decreasing Building Permit Fees to 
better reflect administration and enforcement costs 
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Analysis 

In the absence of a Chief Building Official the Clerk was requested to prepare the 2015 
Annual Report. 

The following table is a summary of the figures included in the 2014 Annual Report – 
Building Permit Fees which is attached as Appendix 01: 

 Permit Fees Collected = $ 75,390.40 
 Direct Costs = ($ 158,014.65) 
 Indirect Costs = ($ 37,060.73) 
 Shortfall = ($119,684.98) 

Permit Fees are collected under the authority of the Building By-law No. 2013-052 and 
include fees for construction, demolition and change of use permits. Permit Fees 
collected in 2015 total $ 75,390.40. 

Direct Costs are costs for the operation of the Building Department with respect to the 
processing of permit applications, the review of building plans, conducting inspections 
and enforcement duties under the authority of the BCA/OBC. The figure provided 
includes a percentage of wages and benefits for the Director, CBO, Building Inspector, 
Planner and the Administrative Assistant; as well as, costs of providing training for staff 
to meet the qualification requirements prescribed by the BCA. The total direct costs 
are $158,014.64. 

Indirect Costs are the Building Department’s share of overhead such as: office 
supplies, postage and courier service, telephone, IT support, CGIS service contract, 
payroll services, and office expenses.  Indirect costs also include the Building 
Department’s share of capital asset costs of vehicles and their operation expenses.  
The total indirect costs are $37,060.73. 

Cost Stabilization Reserve Fund - As revenue does not exceed operating costs a 
Cost Stabilization Reserve Fund has not been established and therefore that figure is 
$0.00.

1.9.1.1. Annual Report 

(1) The report referred to in subsection 7 (4) of the Act shall contain the following 
information in respect of fees authorized under clause 7 (1) (c) of the Act: 

(a) total fees collected in the 12-month period ending no earlier than three months 
before the release of the report, 

(b) the direct and indirect costs of delivering services related to the administration 
and enforcement of the Act in the area of jurisdiction of the principal authority 
in the 12-month period referred to in Clause (a), 

(c) a break-down of the costs described in Clause (b) into at least the following 
categories: 

(i) direct costs of administration and enforcement of the Act, including the 
review of applications for permits and inspection of buildings, and 

(ii)  indirect costs of administration and enforcement of the Act, including 
support and overhead costs, and 

(d) if a reserve fund has been established for any purpose relating to the 
administration or enforcement of the Act, the amount of the fund at the end of 
the 12-month period referred to in Clause (a). 

(2) The principal authority shall give notice of the preparation of a report under 
subsection 7 (4) of the Act to every person and organization that has requested 
that the principal authority provide the person or organization with such notice and 
has provided an address for the notice. 

Of special note: As revenues cannot be forecasted with any certainty, and often vary 
substantially from year to year, the BCA/OBC does allow municipalities to establish a 
cost stabilization reserve fund in which permit fees in excess of operating costs must be 
held. Those reserve funds may then only be used to offset costs of BCA/OBC 
administration / enforcement in future years. Should revenues continue to exceed costs, 
it is the intent being that the permit fee structure would then be revised accordingly. 
 
As permit fees have yet to exceed operating costs, it has not been necessary to 
establish such a reserve fund in Temiskaming Shores.

It is recommended: 

1. That Council for the City of Temiskaming Shores acknowledges receipt of 
Administrative Report CGP-009-2016; 

2. That Council directs staff to prepare the necessary by-law to enter into an Offer to 
Purchase Agreement with Hearn Construction Ltd., as the purchaser, in the amount of 
$70,000 plus applicable taxes for land legally described as Part 4 on Reference Plan 
54R-2876, Temiskaming Shores, District of Timiskaming for consideration at the April 
5, 2016 Regular Council meeting; and 

3. That Council agrees to retain George Kemp, Kemp Pirie to represent the City in this 
land sale. 

Background:  

On February 5, 2013, Council passed Resolution No. 2013-052 authorizing the sale of lots in 
the Dymond Industrial Park, and setting pricing for the lots.  Lots facing Highway 11 were to 
be listed at $30,000 per acre and lots within the interior of the park were to be listed at 
$20,000 per acre.  

Since this time, staff has used these amounts as the reasonable rate for land sales in this 
area.  ProNor Developments recently purchased 5 acres of municipal land along Highway 11 
at $30,000 per acre.  

On March 1, 2016 Council passed Resolution No. 2016-107 declaring the subject lands as 
surplus to the City’s needs.  A map is attached as Appendix 01.  No other expressions of 
interest were received for the property. 

Analysis:  

The subject land is 3.5 acres in area and fronts on Barr Drive located near the Dymond 
Industrial Park in the former Town of New Liskeard.  Hearn Construction intends to clear the 
lot and use it for additional equipment storage space in the short term, but plans to build a 
larger building on the lot and move their entire business to the new lot within 3 – 4 years. 

In the Dymond Industrial Park, the City puts a condition on the purchase requiring a building 
with a value of $100,000 or greater to be constructed on the lot within 3 years.   Staff 
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recommends that Council include this requirement in this sale as the lot is to be purchased to 
expand the existing business and the City does not wish to sell the lot just as an additional 
storage location for the existing business.   

The land is designated as a Mixed Use Area in the City of Temiskaming Shores Official Plan 
and is zoned M1-Prestige Industrial in the Town of New Liskeard Zoning By-law No. 2333. 
The proposed use of the property is a permitted use.  

Hearn Construction has offered the full asking price of $70,000 plus HST for the 3.5 acres 
and has provided a 5% deposit in the amount of $3,500.  The transaction is scheduled to 
close on April 30, 2016. A copy of the Offer to Purchase is attached as Appendix 02.  

Staff recommends that Council confirm their acceptance of the Offer to Purchase and have 
attached a Draft By-law for Council’s consideration (Appendix 03).  

The purchasers retained George Kemp, Kemp Pirie to represent them in the previous land 
transaction and would like to do the same for this transaction. In order to save costs for the 
purchasers, staff recommends that the City retain the same law firm to act on behalf of the 
City.

The Treasurer advises that the property is currently exempt from taxation. The sale will revert 
the properties to a taxable assessment, thereby increasing the assessment base and 
taxation revenues.

Staffing implications related to this matter are limited to normal 
administrative functions and duties.

5, 2016 Regular Council meeting and directed staff to prepare the necessary by-law to 
enter into an Agreement of Purchase and Sale with 1470739 Ontario Ltd. (Hearn 
Construction) for municipal real property for consideration at the April 5, 2016 Regular 
Council meeting; 

Now therefore the Council of The Corporation of the City of Temiskaming Shores 
enacts the following as a by-law:

The City agrees to transfer to the Purchaser  

Part of S ½ of Lot 7, Con 1 Dymond Twp. being Part 4 on Plan 54R-2876; Temiskaming 

Shores, District of Timiskaming, 3.5 Acres on Barr Drive (hereinafter called the “Lands”) 
subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement. 

In consideration of the transfer of the Lands to the Purchaser, the Purchaser agrees as 
follows: 

1. To develop the Lands and to construct thereon a building with a minimum value of 
$100,000.00 (per lot purchased) upon completion and that such development and 
construction shall be at least ninety percent completed within 3 years of the date 
the Purchaser becomes the owner of the Lands. In the event of any disagreement 
or dispute as to whether the development and construction has a minimum value 
of $100,000.00 (per lot purchased) upon completion, or whether such development 
and construction shall be at least ninety percent (90%) completed, the 
disagreement or dispute shall be determined by the City’s engineers, EXP 
Services Inc., whose determination shall be final and binding upon the parties 
hereto. 

2. The development, construction and use of the Lands shall comply with all 
applicable  municipal zoning and building by-laws and other relevant by-laws, all 
requirements of the Temiskaming Health Unit, the Ministry of the Environment and 
all statutes, regulations and requirements of the Province of Ontario, the Dominion 
of Canada and any governmental bodies or agencies having jurisdiction. Prior to 
requesting any building permit, the Purchaser shall have entered into a Site Plan 
agreement with the City to be registered on title to the Lands at the Purchaser’s 
expense dealing with matters subject to site plan control in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 41 of the Planning Act of Ontario. 

3. The Purchaser shall not commence any building or other construction without the 
City first issuing a building permit. The City shall be entitled to refuse to issue a 
building permit only if the plans accompanying the application for the building 
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permit reveal that the minimum value of the building may be less than $100,000.00 
(per lot purchased), and or any breach of or non-compliance with City’s zoning or 
building by-laws or any statute or regulation or ruling of any government or 
governmental body or agency. 

4. Any or the following shall constitute a default under this Agreement: 

a) the failure of the Purchaser to perform or observe any of the covenants or 
agreements contained herein within the time or times prescribed in this 
Agreement. 

b) the bankruptcy of the Purchaser. 

c) If any default shall occur, the City shall have the right, at its option, at the time 
of such default or at any time thereafter when such default shall continue, to 
give the Purchaser notice that on a date specified in such notice, which date 
shall not be less than twenty-one (21) days after the giving of such notice, the 
Purchaser, its successors and assigns is required to re-transfer the Lands to 
the City for the original purchase price paid by the Purchaser to the City as 
evidenced by the transfer of the Lands registered on title at the Land Registry 
Office in Haileybury, Ontario. 

d) In the event of default by the Purchaser under this Agreement, all legal costs 
and other expenses incurred by the City in connection with the re-transfer of 
the Lands to the City shall be the responsibility of the Purchaser. Those costs 
and expenses incurred in the case of a re-transfer may be deducted by the 
City from any amount to be paid by it to the Purchaser on such re-transfer.

Department 

Whereas Section 2 (1) of the Fire Protection and Prevention Act, 1997 states that every 
municipality shall establish a program in the municipality which must include public education 
with respect to fire safety and provide such other fire protection services as it determines may be 
necessary in accordance with its needs and circumstances; 

And whereas under Section 8 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O. 2001, c. 25, as amended, the 
powers of a municipality shall be interpreted broadly to enable it to govern its affairs as it 
considers appropriate and to enhance the municipality`s ability to respond to municipal 
issues; 

And whereas under Section 9 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O. 2001, c.25, as amended, a 
municipality has the capacity, rights, powers and privileges of a natural person for the 
purpose of exercising its authority under this or any other Act; 

And whereas under Section 10 (1) of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O. 2001, c.25, as amended, 
a single-tier municipality may provide any service or thing that the municipality considers 
necessary or desirable for the public; 

And whereas Council considered Administrative Report No. PPP-001-2016 at the March 15, 
2016 Regular Council meeting and repealed Resolution No. 2008-055 authorizing a Volunteer 
Firefighter Hiring and Promotional Policy as well as directed staff to prepare the necessary 
By-law for a Volunteer Recruitment and Retention Program for consideration of 1st and 2nd 
reading at the March 15, 2016 Regular Council meeting; 

Now therefore the Council of The Corporation of the City of Temiskaming Shores hereby 
enacts the following as a by-law: 

1. That council for the City of Temiskaming Shores adopts a Volunteer Recruitment and 
Retention Program for the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department identified as Schedule 
“A”, hereto attached and forming part of this by-law; 

2. That the Clerk of the City of Temiskaming Shores is hereby authorized to make  minor 
modifications or corrections of a grammatical or typographical nature to the by-law and 
schedule, after the passage of this by-law, where such modifications or corrections do 
not alter the intent of the by-law.

Forward 

This Recruitment & Retention Program has been developed to establish the qualifications and criteria 
for the recruitment, retention, and appointment of volunteers to the Temiskaming Shores Fire 
Department (TSFD).  

It is also intended to act as a resource for those men and women who have indicated an interest in 
becoming a volunteer member of the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department. Membership however 
within our department requires a serious commitment. The information contained within this document 
has been developed to provide the information needed to help individuals make that decision. 

This program contains information on the organization of the department, training, and participation 
requirements, and answers to typical questions about membership and will provide other important 
information. 

 

Goals of the Department 

The goal of the fire department is to provide fire protection services through a range of programs 
designed to protect the lives and property of the inhabitants from the adverse effects of fires, sudden 
medical emergencies or exposure to dangerous conditions created by man or nature; first to the 
municipality; second to those municipalities requiring assistance through authorized emergency fire 
service plan and program (mutual aid) activities; and third, to those parties which are provided fire 
protection by the fire department via authorized agreement. 

 

The Nature of our Business 

Firefighting is one of the most diverse and challenging professions known today. It is this diversity that 
inspires most men and women to enter the fire service, both as volunteers and career employees. 
Imagine having to train to prepare yourself to cope with situations that range from structure fires, 
hazardous material spills, sudden medical emergencies and motor vehicle accidents, and almost any 
imaginable emergency situation in between. 

This diversity coupled with the fact that your skills may be needed at any time of day, seven days a 
week, in any kind of weather, and very often under potentially stressful and emotional circumstances 
makes our contribution to our profession very personally rewarding. 

Two basic purposes of the public fire service are to first prevent fire or emergencies from occurring. 
This is done through public fire safety education, fire safety inspections and code enforcement 
programs. Secondly we are here to prepare ourselves to control fire or emergencies should prevention 
not prevail. This is done through education, training, pre-incident planning, more training, state of the 
art equipment and even more training. 

This type of work or job is not for everyone. You need more than just a desire to help people. You also 
need courage, dedication, assertiveness, and a willingness to learn new skills and face new 
challenges. The Fire Department is not for the meek or timid or for those who lose control of their 
emotions during times of crisis. Our service is one which calls on its members to perform hot, sweaty, 
dirty, strenuous work, often in uncertain and hazardous environments. 
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The personal rewards and satisfaction received from being involved in the Fire Department are often 
beyond description. There is a sense of accomplishment after controlling a building fire, providing 
compassion for accident victims, and fulfillment in teaching fire safety.  

The bottom line in our business is measured by the prevention and reduction of loss of life, pain and 
suffering, and property damage that we have in our service. We are here and prepared for one reason 
and that is to provide service to the residents of our community. 

If you feel you have what it takes to meet the challenges of our business, we welcome you to apply to 
join us. 

 

Purpose 

 To implement organized marketing and recruitment strategies; 

 To outline the selection, hiring, training, and retention of volunteers for the fire department; 

 To establish the qualifications and criteria for the recruitment and appointment of Junior and 
Auxiliary Firefighters for the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department; 

 To establish the qualifications and criteria for the recruitment and appointment of Volunteer 
Firefighters for the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department; 

 To establish the qualifications and criteria for the promotion and advancement of Volunteer 
Firefighters of the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department. 

 

Recruitment – General 

1. When conducting our assessment for the recruiting of volunteers, it shall be the policy of the 
Temiskaming Shores Fire Department to look beyond the traditional “fire suppression” 
perspective.  The following roles, while not limited as such, not only contribute to the fire 
department’s broader mission through better administration and logistical support, they can also 
enhance our response capabilities and public education activities.  By utilizing this approach it 
puts to use the rich resources that are available in the City of Temiskaming Shores: 

 Firefighting and Rescue 

 Public Education, Teaching and Training 

 Public and Media Relations 

 Photography, Graphic Arts and Publishing 

 Emergency Vehicle Drivers and Operators 

 Radio and Telephone Communications and Dispatch 

 On Scene Rehabilitation and Support to Responders 

 Fundraising and Events Coordination 

2. In order to be clear regarding roles, skills and knowledge that we may be recruiting for, we shall 
develop a position description for each position we may be recruiting for. 
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3. The final approval of the appointment of all Volunteer Firefighters and Auxiliary Firefighters being 
considered for appointment shall be the responsibility of Municipal Council upon 
recommendation of the Fire Chief for the City of Temiskaming Shores.  The final approval for the 
appointment of all Junior Firefighters being considered for the Junior Firefighter Program shall 
be the responsibility of the Fire Chief for the City of Temiskaming Shores. 

4. The Fire Department’s Establishing and Regulating By-law establishes the minimum and 
maximum number of Volunteer Firefighters for each District Station for the purpose of ensuring 
adequate fireground staffing. For the purpose of this recruitment and retention program, 
volunteers for the Junior Firefighter Program and the Auxiliary Firefighter Program shall be 
excluded from these numbers as they do not contribute to ensuring adequate fire ground staffing 
requirements. 

5. The recruitment for all volunteer positions, including Volunteer Firefighters, shall be conducted 
under the direction of the Fire Chief for the City of Temiskaming Shores. 

6. An annual volunteer recruitment drive may be conducted in July of each year in order to 
establish a number of interested individuals to draw from.  All applications received shall be 
acknowledge by correspondence from the Fire Chief for the City of Temiskaming Shores as to 
the status of the application. 

7. The Fire Chief for the City of Temiskaming Shores may place advertisements for the recruitment 
of all volunteers in local newspapers, radio, on the City’s Website, and social media. 

8. If any member of the department has contact with someone interested in becoming a Volunteer 
member of the fire department, they may provide the person with an application form and have 
them forward his or her application to the Fire Chief of the City of Temiskaming Shores. 

9. The Municipality relies on the accuracy of information contained in the volunteer application, as 
well as the accuracy of the other data presented throughout the interview and appointment 
process.  Any misrepresentations, falsifications, or material omissions in any of this information 
or data may result in the Municipality’s exclusion of the individual from further consideration for 
appointment as a Volunteer Firefighter, Junior or Auxiliary Firefighter, or if the person has not 
been hired, or terminated from employment. 

10. Volunteer applications must be completed using forms provided by the Fire Department and 
submitted to the Fire Chief of the City of Temiskaming Shores. Information provided in an 
application for employment is subject to the confidentiality requirements under the Municipal 
Freedom of Information and Protection to Privacy Act. All applications received shall be 
acknowledged by the Fire Chief of the City of Temiskaming Shores. 

 

Recruitment – Junior Firefighter Program / Guidelines 

The Temiskaming Shores Fire Department wishes to establish a Junior Firefighter Program. The 
program is being established as a training program for young men and women aged 15 – 17, 
interested in serving their community and preparing themselves to become active Volunteer 
Firefighters upon reaching the age of 18. At age 18, the Junior Firefighter is eligible to apply to join the 
Auxiliary Firefighter Program, or as an active Volunteer Firefighter. The Junior Firefighter Program 
shall allow up to nine (9) Junior Members to be on the department. 

As a Junior Firefighter, members do not respond to any actual emergencies but may serve in a 
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supportive role for Volunteer Firefighters after emergency calls at the fire station and as a supplement 
to a formal training program. The Temiskaming Shores Fire Department Training Officer shall be the 
primary contact for the Junior Firefighter, and shall serve as the Junior Firefighter training officer. 

Eligibility 

1. Any resident of the City of Temiskaming Shores, or non-resident as otherwise recommended by 
the Fire Chief, between the ages of 15 – 17, may make application for membership to the 
Temiskaming Shores Fire Department as a Junior Firefighter. 

2. The applicant must be in good academic standing with his/her school at the time of application 
and during the period of membership as a Junior Firefighter. A minimum of 2.0 (“C”) average 
grades must be maintained. 

3. The applicant must complete a Junior Firefighter application in its entirety, including the 
Agreement, Waiver and Release form that must be signed by a parent or legal guardian.  

General Rules 

1. The general standard of conduct is to act in the manner of a professional. Junior Firefighters 
represent the TSFD, and are expected to be courteous and respectful to fellow firefighters and 
emergency service personal and all citizens served. The TSFD will not tolerate vulgar, offensive, 
discriminatory or threatening langue or gestures at any time. Junior Firefighters may not wear 
any article of clothing that, in the opinion of the Fire Chief, would be offensive to the public 
served. Violations will result in disciplinary action, and may include suspension. 

2. The TSFD maintains a “Zero Tolerance” policy with respect to drug and alcohol use and violation 
of public laws. Any possession or use of alcohol or illegal drugs, or being under the influence of 
alcohol or illegal drugs at any time while involved in TSFD activities, on TSFD property or in 
apparatus will result in immediate and permanent suspension from the TSFD Junior Firefighter 
Program. 

3. Junior Firefighters may not use or display emergency identification on their personal vehicle 
(e.g., green lights and fire department plates). Junior Firefighters may not wear clothing 
identifying them as a TSFD firefighter, except assigned protective gear, uniforms or logo 
shirts/hats worn for official purposes only or as approved by the Fire Chief. Junior Firefighters 
will not be issued identification cards or badges. 

4. Junior Firefighters may not enter a TSFD fire station unless a senior member of the department 
is present, and then only for official business (training drill, department meeting or work detail). 
Junior Firefighters will not be given building keys or door lock combinations. Junior Firefighters 
may not bring friends into a fire station or permit them to be aboard fire apparatus. 

5. Junior Firefighters must leave the station no more than 30 minutes following completion of the 
training session, department meeting or work detail. 

6. Junior Firefighters are not permitted to attend TSFD activities, training sessions, meetings, or 
work details no later than 10:00 PM unless specifically authorized by the Fire Chief and the 
parents or guardian of the Junior Firefighter. 

7. Junior Firefighters may not borrow TSFD equipment for personal use. 

8. Junior Firefighters may not operate TSFD vehicles. 
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9. Power tools, hydraulic and pressurized air operated equipment, and cutting devices such as 
chain saws/roof saws, air bags and Hurst Tools are to be operated only under the direct 
supervision of a trained fire officer. Power tool use is for training purposes only. All required 
protective gear must be worn by the Junior Firefighter when operating any power tool, hydraulic 
or pressurized air operated equipment, or cutting devices.  

10. Junior Firefighters may climb TSFD ground ladders for training purposes only. Any ladder use 
must be under the direct supervision of a TSFD fire officer or his/her designee. A ladder belt or 
safety harness and Protective gear must be worn at all times.   

11. Junior Firefighters are not to participate in any TSFD activity during school hours. Junior 
Firefighters are not to leave school, or a school sponsored activity, for any TSFD activity. Junior 
Firefighters will not be assigned pagers or radios.   

12. Junior Firefighters must attend a minimum of 30% of training drills or meetings conducted each 
year. Junior Firefighters do not respond to emergency calls.  

13. Junior Firefighters attending high school may collect the 40 volunteer hours that they need to 
graduate high school through the Junior Firefighter Program. 

14. Junior Firefighters are responsible for the care of any TSFD gear issued to them.  

15. Junior Firefighters may not fill SCBA air bottles, and are to remain clear of the filling area when 
air bottles are being filled.   

16. Junior Firefighters must report any injury to a TSFD fire officer or safety officer. 

17. No Junior Firefighter may accept monetary payment or gifts for services rendered as a 
firefighter. Any citizen offering payment of any kind should be advised that payment for 
firefighting services is not expected. Those individuals seeking to make a contribution should be 
advised to contact the Fire Chief of the department to make a voluntary contribution to TSFD. 

 

Recruitment – Auxiliary Firefighter Program / Guidelines 

In addition to the Junior Firefighter Program, the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department wishes to 
establish an Auxiliary Firefighter Program. The program is being established as an opportunity for men 
and women aged 18 years of age and older, who may be, or are planning on attending post-
secondary school, and interested in serving their community and preparing themselves to become 
active Volunteer Firefighters. This program is also designed to provide men and women who may also 
wish to become Auxiliary Firefighters to serve in other tasks that are not considered life-threatening, or 
men and women who do not plan to become a full member Volunteer Firefighter. The program allows 
for up to six (6) Auxiliary members to be on the department. 

Auxiliary members may train with Volunteer Firefighters and after completing the required recruit 
training and when approved by the Fire Chief, may be allowed to attend emergency calls when 
requested to do so and assist in tasks that are considered non-life threatening and provide support to 
Volunteer Firefighters. 

The Temiskaming Shores Fire Department Training Officer shall be the primary contact for the 
Auxiliary Firefighter, and shall serve as the Auxiliary Firefighters training officer. 
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Eligibility 

1. Any resident of the City of Temiskaming Shores, or non-resident as otherwise recommended by 
the Fire Chief, 18 years of age or older, may make application for membership to the 
Temiskaming Shores Fire Department as an Auxiliary Firefighter. 

2. The applicant must complete an Auxiliary Firefighter application, and meet the following 
minimum requirements: 

a. Have and maintain a Valid Driver’s License for those Auxiliary members who may be required 
to operate fire department apparatus as approved by the Fire Chief or his or her designate. 

b. Provide a satisfactory driver’s abstract when requested. 

c. Must have a complete physical examination and return the Medical Examination Form 
(provided by the department) complete with the signature of the Medical Examiner indicating 
the candidate is physically capable of performing the duties as outlined on the medical form. 

d. As the work of an Auxiliary Firefighter will routinely bring them into contact with children or 
vulnerable adults, all candidates must provide a Vulnerable Persons Police Clearance 
Certificate which satisfies the department, and 

e. Have a minimum of grade 12 education, have an equivalency, be attending school to obtain 
grade 12, or as may be recommended by the Fire Chief. 

f. Must pass any such tests (aptitude or agility) as may be required by the Fire Chief. 

g. Be legally entitled to work in Canada. 

General Rules 

1. The general standard of conduct is to act in the manner of a professional. Auxiliary Firefighters 
represent the TSFD, and are expected to be courteous and respectful to fellow firefighters and 
emergency service personal and all citizens served. The TSFD will not tolerate vulgar, offensive, 
discriminatory or threatening langue or gestures at any time. Auxiliary Firefighters may not wear 
any article of clothing that, in the opinion of the Fire Chief, would be offensive to the public 
served. Violations will result in disciplinary action, and may include suspension or dismissal as 
outlined in the Establishing and Regulating By-law. 

2. The TSFD maintains a “Zero Tolerance” policy with respect to drug and alcohol use and violation 
of public laws. Any possession or use of alcohol or illegal drugs, or being under the influence of 
alcohol or illegal drugs at any time while involved in TSFD activities, on TSFD property or in an 
apparatus will result in immediate and permanent suspension from the TSFD Auxiliary 
Firefighter Program as outlined in the Establishing and Regulating By-law. 

3. Auxiliary Firefighters may not use or display emergency identification on their personal vehicle 
(e.g., green lights and fire department plates) unless otherwise authorized by the Fire Chief. 

4. Auxiliary Firefighters may wear clothing identifying them as a TSFD Auxiliary Firefighter, and 
assigned protective gear, uniforms or logo shirts/hats worn for official purposes only or as 
approved by the Fire Chief. Auxiliary Firefighters will not be issued identification cards. 

5. Power tools, hydraulic and pressurized air operated equipment, and cutting devices such as 
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chain saws/roof saws, air bags and Hurst Tools are to be operated only under the direct 
supervision of a trained fire officer. Power tool use is for training purposes only. All required 
protective gear must be worn by the Auxiliary Firefighter when operating any power tool, 
hydraulic or pressurized air operated equipment, or cutting devices.  

6. Auxiliary Firefighters must attend a minimum of 30% of training drills or meetings conducted 
each year. Auxiliary Firefighters may respond to emergency calls at the request of the Fire Chief 
or his/her designate, but do not carry pagers unless otherwise authorized by the Fire Chief.  

7. Auxiliary Firefighters are responsible for the care of any TSFD gear issued to them. 

8. Auxiliary Firefighters must report any injury to a TSFD fire officer or safety officer. 

9. No Auxiliary Firefighter may accept monetary payment or gifts for services rendered as a 
firefighter. Any citizen offering payment of any kind should be advised that payment for 
firefighting services is not expected. Those individuals seeking to make a contribution should be 
advised to contact the Fire Chief of the department to make a voluntary contribution to TSFD. 

 

Recruitment – Volunteer Firefighters 

Eligibility 

1. Any resident of the City of Temiskaming Shores, or non-resident as otherwise recommended by 
the Fire Chief, 18 years of age or older, may make application for membership to the 
Temiskaming Shores Fire Department as a Volunteer Firefighter. 

2. For the purposes of ensuring adequate fireground staffing, twenty (20) shall be used as a 
guideline for the minimum number of volunteer firefighters per District Station. In no case shall 
the number of volunteer firefighters per District Station exceed twenty-five (25). These numbers 
exclude positions that do not contribute to ensuring adequate staffing for fire ground operations 
as established by the City of Temiskaming Shores (Junior Firefighters and Auxiliary Firefighters). 

3. Have a minimum of grade 12 education or an equivalency, or as may be recommended by the 
Fire Chief. 

4. All applicants must complete a Volunteer Firefighter application as provided by the fire 
department, and submit it to the Fire Chief of the department. 

5. In addition to any requirements outlined in Schedule “A” to By-Law No.2008-030, as amended, 
Establishing and Regulating By-Law, the following will outline the criteria for eligibility to be 
considered for appointment as a Volunteer Firefighter: 

a. Must have a complete physical examination and return the Medical Examination form complete 
with the signature of the Medical Examiner indicating the candidate is physically capable of 
performing firefighting duties. 

b. As the work of a Volunteer Firefighter routinely will bring them into contact with children or 
vulnerable adults, all Volunteer Firefighter candidates must provide a Vulnerable Persons 
Police Clearance Certificate which satisfies the department, and 

c. Must provide a satisfactory driver’s abstract indicating his or her driving record is satisfactory 
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for the operation of emergency vehicles. A satisfactory driver’s abstract should not have more 
than 4 demerit points. Have no more than 2 convictions for the same offence. Have no criminal 
code convictions, and have no non-medical or administrative license suspensions in the 
preceding three years. 

d. Be legally entitled to work in Canada. 

e. Must have a willingness to acquire a Class DZ Driver’s License within six (6) months of 
completing the probationary period.  

f. It is incumbent upon all members to ensure they hold a current Ontario Driver’s License.  A 
photocopy of each member’s license shall be retained in each member’s personnel file.  The 
Fire Chief for the City of Temiskaming Shores may request a driver’s abstract for any, or all, 
members at random. 

g. Must be willing to work in adverse conditions. 

h. Must be willing to be on call twenty-four (24) hours a day. 

i. Must be able to work well with others within a paramilitary (Incident Management System) work 
environment. 

j. Must participate in the department’s training program.  

k. Must pass any such tests (aptitude or agility) as may be required by the Fire Chief. 

l. Must annually attend fifty percent (50%) of emergency calls and seventy percent (70%) of 
scheduled training unless otherwise approved by the District Fire Chief and/or Training Officer 
as outlined in the department’s training program. 

m. All members shall conduct themselves in a manner, which will not bring discredit to the good 
reputation of the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department and its members. 

n. Any costs associated with section a, c, d, and e, the Municipality will reimburse the successful 
candidate for the costs incurred. 

General Rules 

1. The general standard of conduct is to act in the manner of a professional. Volunteer Firefighters 
represent the TSFD, and are expected to be courteous and respectful to fellow firefighters and 
emergency service personal and all citizens served. The TSFD will not tolerate vulgar, offensive, 
discriminatory or threatening langue or gestures at any time. Volunteer Firefighters may not wear 
any article of clothing that, in the opinion of a fire officer, would be offensive to the public served. 
Violations will result in disciplinary action, and may include suspension or dismissal as outlined 
in the Establishing and Regulating By-law. 

2. The TSFD maintains a “Zero Tolerance” policy with respect to drug and alcohol use and violation 
of public laws. Any possession or use of alcohol or illegal drugs, or being under the influence of 
alcohol or illegal drugs at any time while involved in any approved TSFD activities, on TSFD 
property or in apparatus will result in immediate and permanent suspension from the TSFD as 
outlined in the Establishing and Regulating By-law. 

3. All members shall conduct themselves in a manner, which will not bring discredit to the good 
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reputation of the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department and its members. 

4. Volunteer Firefighters will be issued identification badges. Identification badges must be returned 
upon leaving the department unless otherwise authorized by the Fire Chief. 

5. Volunteer Firefighters are responsible for the care of any TSFD gear issued to them. 

6. Volunteer Firefighters must report any injury to a TSFD fire officer or safety officer. 

7. No Volunteer Firefighter may accept monetary payment or gifts for services rendered as a 
firefighter. Any citizen offering payment of any kind should be advised that payment for 
firefighting services is not expected. Those individuals seeking to make a contribution should be 
advised to contact the Fire Chief of the department to make a voluntary contribution to TSFD. 

 

Selection Process (Volunteer/Auxiliary Firefighters) 

1. The selection process shall consist of the following: 

a. Application Review: When the department is seeking to fill a vacancy, an application 
review shall be conducted by the Fire Chief and the District Chiefs. The District Chief and or 
Station Officers may conduct an initial interview with a candidate. The District Chief shall 
then make a written recommendation to the Fire Chief for consideration of appointment of 
any potential candidate. 

b. Interview: Final Interview for Volunteer positions or Volunteer Firefighter(s) shall be 
conducted by the Fire Chief who may seek assistance from the City Manager, Director of 
Corporate Services, District Fire Chief, Deputy District Fire Chief, or Officers as may be 
appropriate to ensure a fair evaluation of all candidates. 

c. Recommendation: After the final interview, the Fire Chief may submit a recommendation to 
Council for consideration of appointment of the candidate. 

2. Medical exam reports, Vulnerable Persons Police Clearance checks, and Driver’s Abstracts 
must be presented prior to the appointment of the position by Municipal Council, unless 
otherwise authorized by the Fire Chief. 

3. The final approval of the appointment of a Volunteer/Volunteer Firefighter is the responsibility of 
Municipal Council upon recommendation of the Fire Chief for the City of Temiskaming Shores. 
The effective appointment date shall be the date of the passing of a resolution approving the 
appointment by Municipal Council. 

 

Promotion and Advancement 

1. The following shall apply for all promotions within the department of all Volunteer positions 
including Company Officers (Captain), Deputy District Chiefs, District Chiefs. 

2. The position shall be posted internally for fourteen (14) days at the respective station. 

3. Applications must be completed using forms provided by the Municipality and submitted to the 
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Fire Chief for the City of Temiskaming Shores. 

4. Candidates will be required to complete an Interview with the interview panel. The interview 
panel may consist of the following: 

 Fire Chief 

 District Fire Chief(s) 

 City Manager 

 Member(s) of Council 

 Director of Corporate Services 

5. The final approval of the promotion of any fire department officers is the responsibility of 
Municipal Council upon recommendation of the Fire Chief for the City of Temiskaming Shores 
approving the appointment.  The effective appointment date shall be the date of the passing of a 
resolution approving the appointment by Municipal Council.

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Honorarium and Coverages 

1. It is the practice of the City of Temiskaming Shores to provide an honorarium for Volunteer 
Firefighter activities.  The determination of pay or honorarium varies from station to station and is 
based on a points system (so many points per call or event). 

2. Although the points system is administered at the station level, the City is responsible to issue 
the honorarium and ensure required deductions are made. The City also issues all T4’s as 
required. Honourariums are issued during every first pay period in June and again in December 
annually. 

3. The City of Temiskaming Shores provides WSIB and/or liability coverages for all Volunteer 
Firefighters and Auxiliary Firefighters under existing policies. Note, WSIB coverages are 
provided only to those volunteers actively engaged or may be actively engaged in firefighting 
activities. 

4. The City of Temiskaming Shores provides an annual Firefighter Appreciation and Awards 
Banquet for the Volunteer Firefighters. The purpose of this event is to recognize the 
achievements and milestones reached by Volunteer Firefighters. Recognition awards are 
presented to Firefighters for every five years of service, outstanding achievement awards, and in 
addition to any Federal or Provincial awards they may be eligible for. 

5. All Volunteer Firefighters are provided with a full pool and fitness membership free of charge. 

6. All personal protective equipment and required uniforms are supplied free of charge. 

7. The City of Temiskaming Shores provides free of charge, all costs associated with Volunteer 
Firefighters to obtain DZ Licensing in order to operate fire department apparatus. 

8. All Volunteer Firefighters are able to participate in the department’s extensive training program, 
including 1st Aid, CPR, and AED training provided free of charge.  

9. Volunteer Firefighters are provided opportunities to attend the Ontario Fire College and other 
enhanced training opportunities with the costs associated with these courses provided by the 
City of Temiskaming Shores. 

10. All Volunteer Firefighters are provided significant opportunity for growth and advancement, and 
the opportunity to serve their community – free of charge.

under the penalty of suspension. 

 
4. All members are required to notify the Fire Chief or his or her designate within 48 hours of 

any change to their address or telephone number. 
 

5. Every member will respond at once when summoned to an emergency by travelling directly 
to the fire station or scene as directed and placing him / her self under the command of the 
officer or senior officer in charge.  

 
6. Every Firefighter that is involved in suppression activities, will be capable of donning, 

wearing and operating a Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA).  As such, the 
requirements of CSA Z94.4 current edition will be the benchmark.  Every suppression 
member will refrain from having beards, goatees, heavy sideburns and untrimmed hair that 
interferes with the proper and safe wearing of the SCBA.  

 
7. Every member who commits his / her self to an emergency is expected to perform all duties 

as required as their assigned role in the department in order to handle the various situations 
as presented. 

 
8. No member will leave his / her duty without the permission of the officer in charge while at 

the emergency scene or at training.   
 

9. All members shall assist in returning all apparatus and equipment to a state of readiness 
after emergencies, training sessions or when otherwise requested. 

 
10. NO MEMBER: 

 While in uniform shall enter any premises where alcoholic beverages are sold or 
consumed except in the performance of fire department duties as assigned; 

 Shall be partially dressed in a fire department uniform, while representing the 
department. 
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 Shall consume alcoholic beverages or drugs while on duty that will impair his / her ability 
to perform the duties required of them. 

 Shall respond to an emergency, training session, assigned duty or any other department 
function or activity when his / her ability is impaired by any intoxicating beverages, drugs 
nor shall they be permitted to remain on duty if found to be impaired. 

 
11. Every member is required to maintain the following attendance requirements to remain as a 

member of the department. 
 Regular scheduled training sessions 70% 
 Emergency responses 50% 

 
12. Every member required to attend regular training and who is absent from six consecutive 

training sessions shall be deemed to be “Absent Without Leave”, unless previously 
authorized by the Fire Chief or his or her designate.  Prior to returning to active duty, the 
member shall meet with the Fire Chief to offer an explanation as to their absence prior to the 
member being allowed to return to active duty. 

 
13. Every member shall understand that items of issue: helmet, bunker gear, boots, pager, 

charger, ID card, badge, keys, uniform pieces, training manuals, text books, manuals etc. 
are the exclusive property of the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department and shall be 
returned as directed by the Fire Chief.   

 
14. Every member shall be responsible for the proper care and control of equipment or items 

issued to him / her.  Firefighters shall immediately report the loss or damage of any 
equipment to their immediate station officer. 

 
15. Every member who has been assigned a pager shall carry their pager with them at all times 

while in the municipality and be ready for active duty.  They shall ensure that it is properly 
charged and functioning. 

 
16. Every member is prohibited from borrowing, lending or removing any fire department 

equipment without the expressed permission of the Fire Chief or his or her designate. 
 

17. Every member shall conduct him / her self in a manner which is in keeping with the good 
reputation, order and discipline of the department.  No member while on duty or 
representing the department shall use profane, immoral, indecent language, gestures or 
actions or be guilty of conduct, which may be prejudicial to the good reputation, order and 
discipline of the department. 

 
18. Any member charged with unseemly conduct to a fellow Firefighter or conduct otherwise 

unbecoming of a Firefighter, may if an investigation of the charges be substantiated, be 
dismissed. 

 
19. Any member, who alleges unfair treatment or harassment, will follow the existing 

harassment policy of the City of Temiskaming Shores. 
 

20. Any member who is unable to perform the duties expected of him / her as outlined in the 
approved job description due to illness, injury, work, educational involvement or personal 
situations, must notify the Fire Chief as soon as practical in writing and provide details and / 
or documentation as requested.  The Fire Chief for substantiated reasons may grant a leave 
of absence in accordance with the appropriate policy. 
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21. No member shall supply information relative to the department or operations thereof unless 
authorized by the Fire Chief to any person and shall refer all requests for information to the 
Fire Chief. 

 
 

 
22. Every member who is injured or involved in an accident while reporting to, or on duty, will 

immediately report the injury to their immediate supervisor or station officer. 
 

23. Every member shall obey all rules and regulations of the Highway Traffic Act while on duty 
and while responding to emergencies. 

 
24. All members will be thoroughly familiar with the geographical area served by his / her station 

including the conditions of the routes of travel and the locations of suitable seasonal water 
supplies. 

 
25. No member shall solicit the influence or support of anyone to secure a transfer, promotion or 

other advantage. 
 

26. Every member who finds valuables at an emergency scene will notify the Incident 
Commander who will secure the valuables and take the appropriate action with the proper 
authorities. 

 
I have read and understand Policy #, Rules and Regulations and further understand that non-
compliance with any one or more of the rules and regulations may be cause for disciplinary 
action up to and including a recommendation for dismissal from the department.  I further 
understand that it is my responsibility to review the Temiskaming Shores Fire Department’s 
Operational Policies and Guidelines as printed and posted from time to time in the fire stations.

Being a by-law to confirm certain proceedings of Council of 
The Corporation of the City of Temiskaming Shores for its 

Special meeting held on March 24, 2016 and its Regular 
meeting held on April 5, 2016 

Whereas under Section 8 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O. 2001, c.25, as amended, the 
powers of a municipality shall be interpreted broadly to enable it to govern its affairs as 
it considers appropriate and to enhance the municipality’s ability to respond to municipal 
issues; 

And whereas under Section 9 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O. 2001, c.25, as 
amended, a municipality has the capacity, rights, powers and privileges of a natural 
person for the purpose of exercising its authority under this or any other Act; 

And whereas under Section 10 (1) of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O. 2001, c.25, as 
amended, a single-tier municipality may provide any service or thing that the 
municipality considers necessary or desirable for the public;  

And whereas it is the desire of the Council of The Corporation of the City of Temiskaming 
Shores to confirm proceedings and By-laws; 

Now therefore the Council of The Corporation of the City of Temiskaming Shores hereby 
enacts the following as a by-law: 

1. That the actions of the Council at its Special meeting held on March 24, 2015 and its 
Regular meeting held on April 5, 2016 with respect to each recommendation, by-law 
and resolution and other action passed and taken or direction given by Council at its 
said meeting, is, except where the prior approval of the Ontario Municipal Board is 
required, hereby adopted, ratified and confirmed. 

2. That the Mayor, or in his absence the presiding officer of Council, and the proper 
officials of the municipality are hereby authorized and directed to do all things 
necessary to give effect to the said action or to obtain approvals where required, and 
except where otherwise provided, the Mayor, or in his absence the presiding officer, 
and the Clerk are hereby directed to execute all documents required by statute to be 
executed by them, as may be necessary in that behalf and to affix the corporate seal 
of the municipality to all such documents.
